MTTI/WellSpring Scholarship Program

MTTI/WellSpring offers scholarships to qualifying individuals on
a competitive basis. Application requirements and procedures
are listed below. MTTIWellSpring offers a limited number of
scholarships for each cohort group (starting class). You can
begin applying for a scholarship right away. Be certain to note
that the deadline for applying for each scholarship is 30 days
before your intended start date.

We offer several scholarship opportunities at MTTI-WellSpring:

« Community Service Scholarship ($1,000) — Available to
three students per cohort who demonstrate need and agree to
provide 20 additional hours of community service via massage
outreach events. With their application, students must submit
an essay of at least 300 words on the topic: “Why Community
Outreach Is Important to My Development as A Massage
Therapist.” The deadline for submitting a scholarship
application is 30 days before the first day of class.

« Academic Merit Scholarship ($1,000) — Available to two
students per cohort who demonstrate high levels of academic
achievement (Wonderlic or prior GPA). Applicants must submit
a 500-word essay entitled: “Why | Want to Become a Massage
Therapist.” The deadline for submitting the scholarship
application is 30 days before the first day of class.

* T. Oglesby Founders Award ($1,500) — Available to one
student per cohort based on need (Estimated Family
Contribution amount), and an essay of 500 words on the topic:
“Why | Will Make an Excellent Massage Therapist.” The
deadline for submitting the scholarship application is 30 days
before the first day of class.

» Health Professional Scholarship ($2,000) — Available
to eligible students who are currently working in the
professional health/medical industry, including but not limited
to registered dietitians, nurses, doctors and
chiropractors. Applicants must submit a 750 word
essay entitled "How massage therapy will enhance my



career." The deadline for submitting the scholarship
application is 7 days before the first day of class.

Scholarship application requirements:
1. Apply to MTTI-WellSpring as usual, by completing the
application for acceptance.
2. Prepare the following additional items:
a. A personal resume that includes the following
information:
* Name, email address, street address and phone
number.
 List any work history.
* List of extracurricular activities detailing
involvement in community service.
« List any special circumstances, including family
commitments or financial hardships.
b. One essay of a length defined by the scholarship for
which you are applying.
c. One letter of recommendation. Recommendation letter
must be written and signed by individuals other than
relatives, and include name, address telephone number
and email address ofrespondent, and answers to the
following two questions:
* How do you know the applicant?
* Do you feel s/he has the qualities of character and
integrity to be a professional health-care
practitioner?
